This user manual incorporates instructions for both the Loan Servicing System and the Post-Servicing System. All loans in good standing will be processed within the Loan Servicing System. The Post-Servicing System processes any loan that becomes delinquent.
In Servicing, we accept loans for processing and reviewing via a web-enabled module providing online and real-time bulk input of guaranty loans. This application provides online input, view screens, review and analysis screens, and reports. Access is provided supporting both SBA processing staff and lenders.
In Post-Servicing, we service loans in liquidation and litigation. Post-Servicing uses real-time information to support liquidation and litigation, care, and preservation of collateral, charge-off, and notes receivable actions.
Both systems are streamlined electronic processes on a secure electronic commerce computer system with web-enabled centralized databases. They use existing Oracle structures as well as existing SBA Java/ColdFusion Library governing presentation, validation, and updating.

The application is developed for use with a minimum browser of Microsoft IE 7.0 or a compatible browser. You must use high-level encryption (128 bit) when configuring your browser. You must enable support for JavaScript and “cookies.” In general, the font type is 9pt. Arial and stylesheets are used. The application is best viewed on a 1024 × 768 resolution screen. To avoid scrolling, use a minimum 15” screen.

The following are guidelines that apply throughout the web application:
· In general, SBA regional personnel will have access to groups of loans based upon the borrower’s location. Headquarters personnel will have access to all loans.
· Lenders will be allowed to view their own portfolios. Lenders will have access only to those loans they are currently processing and/or servicing. Lenders will be validated through the PIMS partner database to determine eligibility to participate in a particular SBA loan program.
· The application includes a security process that requires prior identification and approval of users. Security routines are used to check password aging. Passwords must be changed every 90 days. Users are validated up-front to determine permissions and access rights.
· The application uses redundant emphasis; color-based prompting is applied to the input/view boxes, and text formatting features are applied to the labels (i.e., Color & Bold or Color & Italics). Alternative descriptions are available for images and summaries/labels for tables and input/view boxes supporting most reader software.
a)	Required Data = Blue background box & Bold Arial Label
b)	Optional Data = White background box & Regular Arial Label
c)	View-Only Data = Grey background box & Italics Arial Label
· The application saves each screen change as the user moves between screens. Processing of loans are supported either through a formatted file transfer (XML) or online data entry. Both are initiated through the web page interface.
· Both browser and application server-side data validation occurs, in general:
a)	At the browser: Simple validation within a screen is performed, i.e., numbers, text & dates where required.
b) At the server: Table look-up and database validation, complex validation, cross- editing between screens occurs.

While you are working with an individual loan/loan application, a navigation tree appears in the left frame of the screen.
The tree allows you to navigate to specific sections of the loan and contains links to specific data already entered for the current loan. It consists of a series of links for the current loan that will save the data on the current screen and take you to the item that you selected. Folders and subfolders are used when multiple entries are possible, (i.e., borrower, guarantor, and principal). Each item in a folder or subfolder will contain a sequence number. If an item is deleted, remaining items will retain their original sequence numbers.

Definition of Terms on Loan Information Screen for 7(a) Loans
An information frame is displayed on the top and will appear on each subsequent screen. It contains loan name, primary borrower's city and state, loan amount, status, loan number, application number, and funded date.
1. Special Purpose: Identifies specific uses of loan proceeds that have special eligibility requirements that the Agency either chooses to or must, by congressional mandate, monitor.
2. Loan Name: Name the lender uses to identify the loan application, is usually the name of the primary business applying for the loan. Read-only.
3. Partner ID: Unique identifier for a SBA partner who owns the loan. This will be blank if the loan is purchased. Read-only.
4. [Partner] Location ID: Unique identifying number for tracking the physical location of the partner that owns the loan. This will be blank if the loan is purchased. Read-only.
5. Partner Name: Business name under which an owning partner operates. This will be blank if the loan is purchased. Read-only.
6. Servicing Location ID: Unique identifying number for tracking the physical location of the partner that is servicing the loan. This will be blank if the loan is purchased and serviced by the SBA. Read-only.
7. Servicing Location Name: Business name under which a servicing partner operates. This will be blank if the loan is purchased and serviced by the SBA. Read-only.
8. SBA Servicing Office: Servicing office code and associated servicing office name assigned to the loan. Read-only.
9. Cohort Code: Cohort used to fund the loan. Read-only.
10. Legislative Indicator: Indicates the legislation associated with the loan. Read-only.
11. Bank Info:
a. (Account #): Lender’s bank account number.
b. (Routing #): Lender’s bank account routing number.
c. (Account Type): Lender’s bank account type.
d. (TIN Number): Lender’s taxpayer identification number (TIN).
12. Other Loans to Borrower: Read-only.
a. SBA Loan Number : Loan number assigned to a companion loan. Press the SBA Loan Number hotlink to view the companion loan information.
b. Loan Amount: Amount of funds for the companion loan.
c. Loan Approval Date: Date the companion loan was approved.
d. SBA Guaranty Percentage: Percentage of SBA’s guaranty.
e. Origination Fee: Fee that SBA charged the lender for the companion guaranty.
13. Injection required?: Y/N indicates whether an injection of funds was required for approval of this loan application. If Yes, Injection was required; therefore, the borrower has put forth assets towards the loan. Read-only.
14. Loan Collateralized?: Indicates whether there is collateral associated with the loan.
15. Sold Secondary Market Indicator: Indicates if sold on the secondary market. Read only.

16. Approval Amount: Current amount of funds that SBA approved for the loan.
17. Original Approval Amount: Original amount of funds that SBA approved for the loan. Read-only.
18. Outstanding Balance Amount: Amount of funds due on the loan. Read-only.
19. Total Undisbursed Amount: Amount of funds remaining to be disbursed on the loan. Read-only.
20. SBA Guaranty Fee: Fee that SBA charged the lender for the guaranty. Read-only.
21. Original Guaranty Fee: Original fee the SBA charged the lender for the guaranty at the time of approval. Read-only.
22. SBA Guaranty Fee Billed: SBA guaranty fee that was billed to the lender. Read-only.
23. Guaranty Fee Rebate: Amount of the SBA guaranty fee that was rebated to the lender.
24. SBA Guaranty Fee Uncollected: Amount of the SBA guaranty fee that is deemed uncollectable.
25. SBA Guaranty Fee Paid: Amount of the SBA guaranty fee that was paid by the lender.
26. SBA Guaranty Percentage: Percent of the loan amount that SBA is guarantying. Read-only.
27. Original SBA Guaranty Percentage: Original percent of the loan amount that SBA was guarantying at the time of approval. Read-only.
28. Interest Type: Either fixed or variable interest rate. If the loan has a fixed interest rate, then the interest rate will remain constant over the loan’s term. If the loan has a variable interest rate, then the interest rate will vary over the loan’s term.
29. Base Rate Source: Source of the base rate, i.e., Wall Street Journal; SBA Peg Rate.
30. Base Rate: Interest rate derived from interest type above. If the interest type is Wall Street Journal Prime Rate, then rate is set based upon the date the application is submitted to SBA.
31. Spread Over Prime: The percent the interest rate exceeds the base rate derived from variable rate source. SBA Form 4-1.
32. Initial Interest Rate: Interest rate charged on the loan when it is closed. If the loan has a fixed interest rate, then the interest rate will remain constant over the loan’s term. If the loan has a variable interest rate, the interest rate will vary over the loan’s term; therefore, this applies to fixed interest.
33. Funded Date: Date the loan was initially funded. Read-only.
34. Submitted Date: Date the loan was submitted for funding. Read-only.
35. Loan Term: Term of the loan expressed in number of months, i.e., number of months for a loan to mature.
36. Original Loan Term: Original term of the loan at the time of approval. Read-only.
37. Maturity Date: Date the loan matures.
38. Disbursement Deadline Date: Date by which the disbursement must be completed.
39. Date of First Disbursement: Date the loan was first disbursed.
40. Payment Amount: Amount of the periodic loan payment.
41. Months Interest Only: Number of months that the periodic loan payments are Interest only. No Principal Payment occurs during those interest-only months.
42. Next Installment Due Date: Date the next installment payment is due. Read-only.
43. Number of Months Deferred: Number of months in the deferral period.
44. Defer to Date: Date to which the loan is deferred.
45. Gross Amount Deferred: Gross amount of the loan that is deferred.
46. Loan Status Comment: Comment associated with the loan status.

47. 1201 Notice Indicator: Indicates that a 1201 Notice has been sent.
